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The Lone Star Internship Program is TACDC’s effort to provide college and graduate 
students the opportunity to gain work experience in the CED field and be exposed to the 
issues Texas is facing in affordable housing, economic development, and neighborhood 
revitalization. 

 

Lone Star Interns are placed for a 10-12 week full-time paid summer internship with a 
Community Development Corporation (CDC) in Texas.  Lone Star provides 50% of the 
student’s stipend, which is matched by the CDC hosting the Lone Star Intern.  Lone Star 
requires a minimum stipend of $4,000.00 for undergraduate interns and $4800.00 for 
graduate interns. 

 

The Lone Star Internship Program offers our growing network of CDCs the ability to: 

� Count on additional staffing possibilities with student interns currently training in CED 

� Create a pool of qualified candidates with experience in the CDC field 

� Offer “hands-on” experiential training to a potential future employee of a CDC 

� Begin establishing relationships with universities and colleges for recruiting, research 
and other collaborations.
